In particular, on the six recommendations formulated in the AFC Report, | should like to inform you
that the third recommendation under section B 2.2. has aready been dealt with in the revised
Administrative Circular on the Functions of the ECB (AC 3/2001 of 20.12.01), the three
recommendations under paragraph B 3.1 are in the process of implementation, and the two first
recommendations under paragraph B 2.2. are under current examination by the Executive Board, and

we will inform you of the outcome.

ECB’swebsite in all official Community languages.
